Comprehension:

2.) In your own words, define three important terms or character concepts discussed in this book.

Application:

1.) If you were to interview this person, what are five questions that you would want to ask him or her?

2.) Write down five questions you had about the person before reading, and discuss how these questions are answered by the author of the book.

Analysis:

1.) Draw conclusions.  Is this person someone to be admired or not?

2.) Examine ways this book might be helpful to you and your classmates.

Synthesis:

1.) Create a new title for the book.

2.) Invent a nickname for this person and tell why it is a good one for him or her.

Evaluation:

1.) Defend the biographer’s choice to write about this particular individual.
2.) On a 1 to 5 scale, with 1 being poor and 5 being excellent, how would you rate the content and the presentation of the material in this book?  Be able to justify your ratings.
