Technology/Art: Using the computer, write a short story for children about a child who perseveres despite previous failures.  You should use a word processor to write the narration and dialog in the story.  Next, you must find images online or on clipboard that go along with the plot.  Last, compile the text and pictures to complete the short story.  You must include all the elements of short stories learned such as plot, theme, character, setting, conflict, point of view, symbols, and tone.  Those who wish to create original pictures may do so.  Due to the fact that this activity is at the beginning of a unit, it will be graded for participation, time and effort, and for containing given elements of a short story.

Technology/Art: Students can choose to create a comic strip that tells a short story through pictures and text in the same manner as the other assignment.  The activity will be graded with the same rubric as the previous.
